Hello, a quick update on what I’ve been involved in over the last month.
The first part of December was taken up with rehearsals for the international choir for the international carol service. In the end we were a choir of about 20; it was a great time of building friendship and also giving internationals an opportunity to hear the gospel – in part through explaining some of the meanings of the carols, but also in the carol service where the minister spoke about all the different things the different visitors to Jesus knew about him and wondered about, and how we too can wonder that the Christ child was born for us too. One of my favourite moments in the choir was when a Chinese choir member’s mum came to listen – she had no English - and her face completely lit up when she heard us (attempting to) sing in Mandarin Chinese!!  I've attached a picture of us singing in the carol service. 
The Visa course finished in the beginning of December with a celebration meal; the Chinese guests all prepared a dish and we had a real feast. The games and laughter we shared were testament to the good relationships that have built up through the visa course, and we were particularly encouraged by the comments of the guests on their evaluations forms, showing several had grasped that ‘Jesus death connects God and us’ as a Japanese girl wrote. Several asked to read the Bible one to one with a Christian, and almost all would like to continue on to the Visa Plus course or to do Visa again. We pray for head knowledge to become heart knowledge. 
I thank God for the opportunity now things are quieter to get on with more preparations for the summer outreach – there is a lot to plan! At the moment I’m praying for leaders to get in place – please pray with me! 
A number of Korean girls have shown quite a lot of interest in the Gospel, which we thank God for, but they have seemed reticent to follow this up. Many of them will be going home in the New Year. Please pray particularly for MJ and HR and that as they go back to Korea they would make time to explore Christianity in depth and that God will provide faithful Christians in their paths to help them in this.
A Japanese friend will come home with me over Christmas. I thank God that I am able to share my family with her; I pray that she will see beyond ‘a kind English family’ or even ‘nice Christians’ to the loving and infinitely kind Saviour God. Pray for wisdom for me to take opportunities without forcing anything on her. 
Finally, do pray for me to have a good rest in the week I’m at home so that I might return to work in January with plenty of energy, motivation and focus. 
I hope that you, too, can marvel again that the glory of the One and Only came from the Father, full of grace and truth, in Jesus, and that you may not just witness this and pass by, but participate in it, knowing that we share in his glory since he dwells in us, that we might radiate His glory to others!
