Hello,

Here’s a quick update on how things are going here in Cambridge.

People

I’ve been reading through Mark’s gospel with R from Hong Kong. She is excited by Jesus, and some weeks she really seems to grasp some of the spiritual truths; however she finds it hard to see how it is relevant to her own life.  I’d love you to pray that in the coming months she would develop a genuine spiritual thirst and realise that it can only be satisfied through a relationship with Jesus, and to also pray that she recognises the supremacy of God and will start to consider what it means to put him first in her life.

It’s been good to keep spending time with K from Slovakia. She has had a fairly unsettled few months, although I’m glad that she has kept going with her studies. Please pray that she would be more open to thinking about faith and we’d be able to talk together about Jesus. 

Cafes

It’s been good to have some new team members at the Barn.  In answer to prayer I feel there is a growing sense of purpose – but I would love to see more relationship building with the guests beyond the café. We are currently thinking about how we can better encourage guests to join the Bible discussion – prayer for wisdom about this would be appreciated.  There is a fairly large group of au pairs coming, who it has been quite hard to get to know.  Do pray that they’d start to open up and relax with the team members as well as with each other. 

At Harry’s although the team has been fairly small, they are very committed and have had encouraging numbers attending the café and going to the Bible discussion too. It would be good to pray for more team members, because some evenings it is difficult to ensure that every guest has had a chance to meet a team member. 

Other activities

The International Christmas Choir practices have begun. We started with a small group of 12, including team, but we’d love to grow the choir to over 20. (We made 30 copies of the music and would like to make even more!). It’s hard to know how to lead the practices so the rehearsal is relevant to people who do and don’t have singing experience, and also to share some of the excitement not just of the music but of why we’re singing about Jesus’ birth. 

Keeping on top of things

Please pray that I’d be able to keep on top of the different areas over which I have oversight. In particular that I can keep moving things on for the coming summer outreach, and that I can help encourage things at the Barn. 

Church

We’ve restarted lunches on Sundays for internationals. So far we’ve had three lunches, with almost an entirely different set of people each time; all have been fun, but it would be good to get a sense of continuity and community. Please pray for this – that we’d encourage Christian internationals and also be able to look out for and help those who are not yet following Christ. 

Praise God for encouragements over the last month.   And do let me know how I can be praying for you!
