I'm sorry I haven't written in a while.  This is (hopefully) a short update to catch you up and help you to pray for the work over the summer.  
 
While the universities may have wound down now, the work in Cambridge is winding up; language students are starting to come in their hundreds now and our summer teams will shortly be arriving to join in the outreach to them.  We will have 7 weeks of cafes each weekday evening, from 6th July - 24th August; the 40 strong team will be running 'Harry's' and 'Andy's' each evening, after a morning of training and afternoon activities.  We aim to be able to share Jesus with the students we will come across, in the context of friendship. There will be optional bible discussions, Visa courses (exploring Christianity) and guest services on Sunday.  It is a jam packed time and although exhausting, a wonderful way of experiencing Christ's sufficiency and provision of all we need.  As well as impacting the lives of people who may have never considered Jesus before, we pray that the team will all grow in their relationship with God and leave with a vision of reaching internationals where they are. 
 
Please pray for many lives to be transformed through this outreach (CIO - Cambridge International Outreach), as well as summer outreaches going on in Oxford, Edinburgh, Bournemouth and Wimbledon.  Pray that Jesus will be lifted high and His name will be honoured.  
 
Please pray for provision of beds in Christian homes for all the team members.
 
Please pray for me in this time - it will be impossible without His energy, wisdom and vision.  As well as being a team member, I will also be learning how CIO runs behind the scenes, since setting CIO next year will be my responsibility.
 
Finally, some news on individuals - L from Czech gave her testimony last Sunday and it is a joy to see her grow in understanding and faith.  Please pray for her as she returns home in July, that she'd settle into a church quickly and make wise decisions in an environment difficult for Christians. S from Korea has been seeing how Jesus is her Saviour, but she needs to recognise Him as her Lord - she is around until February; do pray that God will continue to transform her heart.  
 
I'll try to send out short updates over the summer.
