Dear church family at Christ Church, Dore,
It has been wonderful to share my work with internationals in Cambridge with you.  Whether through prayer, giving, or being around and encouraging me, you have been involved in God’s work, because we are one body and what we do does affect each other!
Some weeks ago I was helping share the wine at church during communion and although I didn’t know quite a lot of the people I was serving I felt a wonderful sense of being with my brothers and sisters, people who Christ died for, yet all serving him in many different ways. In a similar way I feel a real togetherness with you as brothers and sisters, from many different places, serving God together in lifting His name high among the nations.

Over this year it’s been a privilege to see God at work in the lives of a number of the girls I have got to know. What a responsibility it is to have my time freed up so that I can really concentrate on helping people consider the Christian claims and understanding the Bible.  Yet, what a comfort it is to know that it is God’s job, and not mine, to soften hearts and transform lives! Some of the highlights of my year have been studying the Bible one to one with some girls, and seeing them understand it, and the difference it makes to their relationship with God!  Truly the Bible is living! I have the privilege of hearing first hand what these girls have to say about God – but you have been just as much involved in this by how you have supported me and I want to take this opportunity to say ‘THANK YOU’ to you, because God works through his people as a body, not just through individuals.  Praise God for the work he has been doing in L from Czech, A from Taiwan and SH and S from Korea! And in so many others who have attended Christianity courses, or Bible studies, weekends or weeks away, cafes and sports activities, and who we’ve got to know over the year and we trust have seen something of Jesus through us. 

Sometimes we just don’t see any change resulting from the seeds we have sown, but I trust that doesn’t mean our efforts were futile; I rejoice in the new life that I have seen spring up this year but I also continue to pray that God would work in the hearts of others who have not yet shown any interest.  God, in his wisdom, ‘gives all men life and breath and everything else.  From one man he made every nation of men, that they should inhabit the whole earth; and he determined the times set for them and the exact places where they should live.  God did this so that men would seek him and perhaps reach out for him and find him, though he is not far from each one of us.’ (Acts 17 v 25b – 27).
I’m excited that I will be continuing in Cambridge as a staff worker with the Kairos Trust (which is an associate of Friends International). My role will be similar to this year’s, but additionally taking on responsibility for organising the summer outreach teams and with more responsibility in other areas too throughout the year.  It will still be people focused – seeing the best way to encourage our contacts to consider Jesus or to grow in their faith and helping others get involved in this work in Cambridge.  So as well as this letter being a chance for me to say thank you, I’d also like to thank you for Christ Church’s promise to continue supporting me.
