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Thank you for praying for my strength and energy over the last month! I was particularly tired and a bit run-down before Cornwall but God graciously removed the cold I had within a few days and I had refreshing sleep enabling me to be energetic and awake in the daytimes! 

Praise God for the group who came to Cornwall, of whom many were eager to learn more about God and took time on their own to read the gospel accounts of Jesus’ life! Please keep praying that all who came would continue to investigate Christian faith more deeply – and that as a team we’d know the right way to encourage that and also how to stay in touch. 

It was exciting to join with the Visa course on a weekend away back home to Sheffield. God was very gracious – having parked in the Peak District to begin our walk, it started snowing a lot. After eating our lunch in the van and it still snowing, we set out anyway, and within 2 minutes the snow had stopped and there was a even a hint of the view at ‘Surprise View’! For many of the group, the highlights of the weekend were more relational and spiritual – visiting a church service for the first time, staying in a welcoming, British home, or learning more about the gospel. 
Please thank God for a holiday in Prague with my family – the weather was fantastic. We were out and about doing different things each day and it really felt like a rest and a break! 

I have recently got to know a girl from Quebec through the Barn – we’ve had a lot of fun together. Pray that we might get to know each other better and she’ll see Christ in me. 

Please keep praying for Monika and baby Anita – now 5 months old, especially that Monika will have access to God’s word in a helpful way. 

Pray also for Kamila who is looking for a job that suits her qualifications more adequately. She has chopped and changed a lot over the last two years… 

Please thank God for progress being made with the summer outreach (CIO) planning. Many areas feel like they are on target. Thank God too for those who are able to come as team leaders. We need to keep praying especially for a girl leader for Team 2 and a boy leader for Team 3, and also that one of the leaders for Team 3 is able to receive a visa to come. We rely on God’s mercy for that to happen. We know he is able to provide what we need. 

I’d like you to pray for the Harry’s team and for the Visa course – while these are aiming to be people focused, there are always organisational jobs which need doing too. Pray for those organising, and that I would give the right advice and support. Pray for regular guests at Harry’s café and for a good number of guests to join visa regularly throughout the course. Pray especially for a venue for the weekend trip away.  
Continue to pray for me as I help the two girls I supervise with various ups and downs.
On Easter Sunday around 25 people came to lunch in my house. I’m so grateful to all the various people who helped out with providing the food. It was a squeeze, but a really fun time. We enjoyed various Easter games – quizzes, egg hunts, and egg and spoon/chopstick races! The garden was liberally splattered with hard boiled egg afterwards! In addition to the fun of enjoying a meal with people from 14 different countries, we celebrated the new life of H and YC from China. They had been doing the Visa course last term, and following YS’s baptism, and together with WJ have decided to follow Christ! It has been very exciting to talk with these new brothers and sisters – and even yesterday I was overjoyed to hear them talk enthusiastically about people sharing the gospel in China! God has used many different situations and people to help bring these people to faith – and I thank God that in is sovereignty, each person was in the right place! And of course we thank God for the work of his Holy Spirit in their hearts. Please pray for WJ’s wife, who has not yet accepted Christ as Lord – she returns home at the end of April, and WJ, together with H and YC would love to wait for her so they can all be baptized together.  

People move on, God keeps on working!

A few weeks ago I noticed I had a message from a Korean girl who had left Cambridge about a year ago. She had gone on to USA to continue her English studies, and while she was there she asked me to send her the material we used for the Visa course. I didn’t hear much from her after that. However I managed to have a conversation with her over the internet and heard that she’d met another group of Christians in America and has learnt so much and now hopes to be baptised!  It was a real encouragement to me because, from my perspective, although she had heard the gospel while here and shown some interest, it was not a priority in her life, and she had moved away, so I couldn’t continue to help her in the way I had before.  But thanks be to God who has continued to work in her heart and is as faithful as I am faithless. Would you pray for MJ that she can find a good church near to where she lives in Seoul and that she grows deeper in her faith. Pray too for her family to see Jesus in her. She has her finals and also needs to find a job – so pray that in the busyness she makes time for God. 

We shared this verse together, as she seeks God’s will for the future:

‘Delight yourself in the LORD and he will give you the desires of your heart’ Psalm 37:4

In the same way that God has been making the seeds in my vegetable pots grow, he works to bring life in people too.  Whatever role you and I have the privilege of playing, it is only God who brings that life. 

‘I planted the seed, Apollos watered it, but God made it grow.’ 1 Cor 3: 6

MJ’s story reminded me of that. So please keep asking God with me to bring life more and more that his kingdom will grow, that he will be glorified and that God’s kingdom will come on earth as it is in heaven. 

Finally, we are trying to look ahead to next year and praying for the right volunteers to join us. Please pray that God would provide those he needs for the work he wants doing – for the right balance of guys and girls too.
